As part of the contractual arrangements, CEB Australia Pty Limited may utilise the services of approved Commonwealth subcontractors or agents to collect your personal information.

	Collection of your personal information
	The Commission and CEB Australia Pty Limited collect your personal information directly from you, your agency, your manager, your subordinates and your peers.  

	Authority for collection of personal information
	The Australian Public Service Commissioner has a number of functions relating to the APS.  Under subsection 41(1)(a) of the Public Service Act 1999, the Commissioner has the function of strengthening the professionalism of the APS and facilitating continuous improvement in workforce management in the APS.

	Why does the Commission collect your personal information?
	The Commission collects your personal information generally for career development assessment purposes.  As part of the CDAC program an assessment report will be shared with your agency to assist them in discussing your career and potential development.

	What would happen if the Commission did not collect your personal information?
	If the Commission and CEB Australia Pty Limited did not collect your personal information, you would be unable to participate in the Commission’s Career Development Assessment Centre.

	Who will the Commission disclose your personal information to?
